Procedure for creation of ABC/APAAR  ID account with Aadhaar/PAN Card/Driving License through DigiLocker 

Step 1: Type the website in the address bar : https://www.abc.gov.in 
 

Step 2: Go to the “My Account” section and click at the “Student” link. 
 

Step 3: Click at the “New User?Sign up for Meri Pehchaan” link
